Right now, there’s an app for an iPhone but not an iPod. The app
translates the book from Flash to HTMLS5 so it is readable. Soon you
won’t have to have any app to read your book on Apple products.

If you want to search for a book, go to your Follett Shelf. If you
downloaded a book to it, it will just open and you can read it in the
reader.

Yes, they have downloadable audio books. These are downloadable
to your computer or your mobile device. Can hear a preview of the
audio when you are in titlewave searching.

Yes. All in one reader with same icons, command, etc.

You can browse it (read it online) or you can check it out (and you can
access it from any device you have).

*All books checked out open in the same Reader — just one reader
with the same icons and commands for all ebooks.
